Paying attention to the sounds in words is not something most children do automatically. Yet, knowing that words have individual sounds is a key understand-
ing children must learn.

Children distinguish larger chunks of sound before smaller chunks of sound. Phonological awareness progresses along a continuum, moving from these larger
sound chunks (words) to the smallest sound chunks (phonemes).
